(13) (At school) Daisy invites Eddie to buy materials for making a thank-you
card.

Daisy: Eddie, let’s go buy some cardboard after school today.

- Eddie: What for?

Daisy: It’s for making that thank-you card for Ms. Wang.

- Eddie: Oh, right. I almost forgot about that. I wish I could go with you,

but I can’t. I have a big history test tomorrow.

Daisy: I see. I had my history test the other day.

Eddie: Can we go tomorrow instead?

Daisy: Sure. Let’s meet at the gate after school tomorr
